03  FINANCIAL REPORTING AND OUR ASSOCIATION  
 Pierre Pace  MBA(Henley) FCCA FIA MCMI(UK) DMS CPA - Commissioner for Finance 

Addressing all DCs, ADCs and GSLs 

INTRODUCTION 

As all of you are aware, since my appointment as 
Commissioner for Finance in 2005, the Finance 
function of the Association was undergoing a 
complete overhaul and internal reform, with the 
underlying objective of getting our Association in 

tune with modern day management needs of 
similar Associations like ours. To this end, this 
reform also included the reconstitution of the 
Finance Committee with new specifically-targeted 
powers, functions and responsibilities. The Finance 
Committee is now made up of two units, namely (1) 
the Planning, Revenue and Accounting Unit, 
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headed by Assistant Commissioner Mr. Stuart 
Ciappara and (2) the Asset Management, 
Expenditure and Scout Groups Coordination Unit, 
headed by Assistant Commissioner Mr. Mark 
Darmanin. 

Together with me, these two gentlemen, who are 
also professional accountants, have embarked on 
an ambitious agenda, which will also involve 
directly the Scout Groups. The first such project is 
to prepare the whole Association to meet the 
provisions of the forthcoming NGO Act, which is 
proposed to come into force this year. This implies 
a very extensive exercise of preparing both the 39 
(No) groups as well as Island Headquarters itself to 
be able to ensure the smooth transition to the new 
arrangements being brought about, as to what 
concerns the financial reporting of the Association. 
Basically, the NGO act will recognize only the 
Association, which is legally responsible to account 
for the activities of its groups. However, the more 
detailed financial and accounting implications of 
this NGO Act will be dealt with individually with 
each group, as underlined hereunder. 

THE APPROACH 

Step 1 

To ensure that there will be no hiccups and other 
problems arising when the relevant legislation 
comes into force, as from April of this year, I 
together with one of my Assistant Commissioners 
will be visiting each and every group to meet with 
the group’s GSL and where a Group Council exists, 
also with the Treasurer of that Group Council. 
These visits, which, hopefully will not be longer 
than one hour, the new system of accounting and 
financial reporting will be explained and most 
importantly, the Finance Committee delegation 
would be very interested to know what the existing 
system of financial reporting each particular group 
is practicing. This exchange will facilitate the 
compilation of a simple and common set of 
information recording and reporting formats that will 
eventually be designed and used by each Group 
when reporting with the Annual Census information. 

In this regard, in the coming days I will be 
contacting individually each GSL to establish a 

specific date and time for these visits to be realized. 
As much as possible, these visits will be made in 
such a manner that there would be as little 
interruption as possible to the Group’s regular 
activities. 

Step 2 

Following the completion of all these visits to the 39 
(No) groups, which is estimated to be around the 
end of October of this year, at the end of November 
or the first week of December, a seminar will be 
organized at IHQ to introduce the set of financial 
reporting sheets and explain the information that is 
to be recorded on such sheets. Moreover, a set of 
simple explanatory notes and guidelines will also 
be distributed and explained to ensure that when 
the Census is being completed in January 2008, 
each Group will be able to effectively complete the 
information required by IHQ. 

Step 3 

However, the Finance Committee recognizes that 
though after this extensive information exercise, the 
way forward should be unhindered by any 
weaknesses, misunderstandings or bottlenecks, the 
Finance Committee members will, throughout all 
the month of January 2008 be at the disposal of 
Scout groups to deal with any questions or queries 
on any matter still not properly understood on 
recording correctly the financial information to be 
given as part of the Census. This can even include 
a second “site” visit to those groups, who, in the 
opinion of the Finance Committee still need some 
“hand-holding” to complete this exercise. This in 
view of the Association’s Audit of the Consolidated 
Financial Statements for 2007, expected to start in 
February 2008. The Association’s auditor is 
expected also to pay visits to the various groups in 
his work to determine his audit opinion, as required 
by the same NGO Act. 

Finally, I would like to anticipate my thanks to all of 
you, since I appreciate very much that this complex 
exercise will demand of you specific attention and 
commitment, added to those you already have.

A stamp token will be given for every LM1 spent and every 
filled stamped book entitles the bearer to a LM10 voucher to be exchanged when purchasing goods from the 
shop. This scheme entitles also each GSL to points redeemable for 3c vouchers.  In other words if 1000 points 
are presented, the Group will be entitled to a LM30 voucher.
