On Tuesday, 10th July, 2007, members 
from the World Scout Jamboree and the 
Kanderjam contingents met outside the 
Place in Valletta to meet H. E. Dr. Edward 
Fenech Adami, President of Malta and 
Patron of the Association.

Scouts from all the thirty nine Scout Groups in Malta crossed the line from the first 100 years of Scouting to the 
second on Wednesday 1st August 2007, being the 100th anniversary on the day Lord Robert Baden Powell 
sounded his Kudu horn and set up the first experimental scout camp for twenty two boys at Brownsea Island.  
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During the same event, which was held on the Granaries, Floriana, the scouts renewed their promise to do their 
duty to God and Country, to help others at all times, and to obey the Scout Law. They also carried forward their 
history and achievements into the second one hundred years.  

Celebrations on  Tuesday 31st July 2007 evening, included a camp fire, with the fire being created by lights and 
on screen, since the scouts did not want to set up a fire on the historic Granaries, prayers with candle 
flambeaux and  screening of the Scouts Centenary DVD. Face painting, story telling, with scouting and cub 
scouting games also forming a part of the evening activities. 

Throughout the celebrations, internet and short wave radio stations were available for communication and the 
sharing of experiences with other scouts around the world. The radio contacts were made possible through the 
assistance of the Malta Amateur Radio League. A commemorative QLS Card was sponsored and printed for 
the occasion, by Right Print of Marsa. Broad band services were made available by GO 

Former scouting commissioners and scout leaders narrated their past experiences to the numerous scout and 
guides that gathered on the Granaries, in this once a life time experience. 

Activities on the Wednesday morning started with the sounding of an assembly call at 4.45 a.m. calling all 
scouts and girl guides on the Granaries to fall in and proceed towards the Valletta breakwater area at the side 
of Fort St Elmo to watch the day’s sun rise commemorating the "scouting sunrise" - seeing the sun rise on the 
second 100 years of scouting.  

Activities on the Wednesday morning started with the sounding of an assembly call at 4.45 a.m. requesting all 
scouts on the Granaries to fall in and proceed to the Valletta breakwater area on the side of Fort St Elmo to 
watch the sun rise on the day commemorating the "scouting sunrise" - seeing the sun rise on the second 100 
years of scouting.  

After a bugle call and morning prayers, the scouts returned to the Granaries and walked through the Centenary 
Gateway, set up the previous day, "to cross the line".  

After breakfast, offered by Nestlé, the Kudu horn was once again sounded to herald the second century of 
scouting.  

Following the renewal of the scout promise, a short prayer service followed by the arrival of VIPs led by the 
President of Malta and Patron of the Scout Association, Dr.  Edward Fenech Adami. Archbishop Monsignor 
Paul Cremona,  Vice Prime Minister Dr Tonio Borg, Minister for Education Dr Louis Galea and Shadow Minister 
for Education, Mr. Carmelo Abela, together with President  (Emeritus) His Excellency. and Mrs. Vincent 
Tabone. 

Malta’s Dignitaries were welcomed by Chief Scout Mr. Vincent Cassar and Chief Commissioner Godwin 
D’Anastasi, together with the Malta Girl Guide Association President Ms Rose Cassar and Chief Guider Ms 
Lara Tonna. 

The celebrations ended with the release of thousands of colourful balloons, filled with helium gas supplied by 
Poligas Ltd.  

Once the celebrations on the Granaries were over, a group of Scouts, led by Chief Scout Vincent Cassar, 
visited ninety year old Twanny Azzopardi of Sliema, a former Scout Chief Commissioner, now resident at the 
Gzira home for the elderly.  

Various Scouts and Scout Leaders from the Scout Association of the United Kingdom, AGESCI Sicilian Scouts 
from Milazzo 3 (Stella Maris) and a Scout from Bosnia and Herzegovina, joined the Scout Association of Malta 
in the Scouting Sunrise Celebrations. 

A special “Occasional Card” commemorating the event was also printed by Maltapost, and was made available 
for sale at a Field Post Office on the Granaries as well as from all its Maltapost outlets around the island. 

Scouting video promotional material was featured on all Malta route buses, courtesy of Smash TV, throughout 
the months of July and August.
